Language Arts:
· Demonstrates that print has meaning and represents spoken language in written form

· Observe concrete objects in the environment and represent the objects using basic shapes
· Combine basic shapes into basic and more complicated shapes and will decompose basic shapes into combinations of basic shapes
· Compare geometric shapes and identify similarities and differences of shapes
Science:
· Sort objects into categories according to their motion
· Push, pull and roll common objects describing their motions
· Recognize that some things stay in the sky and some return to earth
· Explain why a book does not fall down when it is placed on a table but will fall down if dropped
Social Studies:
· Identify important American symbols and explain their meaning (flags, eagle, Statue of Liberty, Pledge of Allegiance, Star Spangled Banner)
