School Vision:

At Martin Elementary, we envision the following for our school:

Attendance:

The school hours for 2009-20010 are 7:50 a.m. until 2:20 p.m. The Broadcast Team will have morning announcements and we will begin class immediately afterwards. The importance of punctual and regular attendance for every student cannot be overemphasized.  A good attendance record has direct effect on grades.The following reasons for absences are valid:
· Personal illness
· A death or serious illness in the immediate family
· Religious holidays observed by your faith
· Absences mandated by order of governmental agencies
· Conditions which render school attendance impossible or hazardous to health and safety.
For each absence, a written note explaining the absence must be brought to school on the following day.  PLEASE DO NOT CALL THE SCHOOL WITH THIS INFORMATION.
Tardiness:

Chronic or persistent tardiness is a bad habit.  When circumstances delay arrival at school, be sure to check in at the office.  This will help us keep your attendance records in good order.  Students who are consistently tardy will receive a warning letter from the principal and a referral will be made to the school social worker.

Student Check-Out:
The school hours for 2009-2010 are 7:50 a.m. until 2:20 p.m.  Children will not be released from school at any unscheduled time without the parent's signature.  A parent wishing to check out his or her child early from school may do so by signing the student out in the office.  

CHILDREN ARE ONLY RELEASED FROM THE OFFICE.  PLEASE DO NOT GO TO YOUR CHILD'S CLASSROOM TO CHECK YOUR CHILD OUT.

STUDENTS MAY NOT BE CHECKED OUT AFTER 1:40 AS WE ARE PREPARING FOR DISMISSAL.

Visitors:

For our children's safety, any visitor who enters our school must report to the office to register their visit in the computer system.  An identification pass will be issued to the person and must be worn at all times while on school property.  Upon completion of the visit, the visitor must return to the office and sign out.  It is the responsibility of all staff members of our school to challenge persons who are on school property during school hours without proper identification. Please Note: If you do not properly check-in at the front office you may be in violation of Georgia state law.
In the best interest of your child's education, we ask that parents not visit classrooms by dropping in during the instructional part of the day.  This hinders the education of each child within the classroom.  Thank you for your cooperation.
Martin Manners:

· We move safely and silently around the school – our hallways are silent.

· We play sensibly and safely with no bullying or fighting.

· We speak politely.

· We keep our school clean.

· We respect the property that belongs to ourselves, other people and the school.

· We are safe and quiet on the school bus.

· We use good manners in the cafeteria.
Student Conduct:
Student Conduct Behavior Code
In order to maintain a positive learning environment, we must have students who are well behaved and stay on task throughout the school day.  Martin Elementary staff and administrators will not tolerate disrespect to adults or students, physical contact with the intent to hurt, defiance of authority, stealing or damaging property, drugs, alcohol, or any substance abuse on campus or at a school-sponsored activity.  
Continuous disruptive behavior throughout the school day will not be allowed.  If a student chooses to behave in any of the above mentioned ways, he/she will be sent to the Principal's or the Assistant Principal's office, will write an action plan, and the parents will be notified of the consequence.  
Repeat offenders will be dealt with on an individual basis.  The consequences could include:
· Verbal reprimand

· Parent/Teacher conference
· Counseling
· Parent/Teacher/Administrator Conference
· Time-out within the classroom or office
· After-school detention
· In-school suspension
· Out-of-school suspension
· Expulsion from school
We are proud of our students and feel we have a school-wide discipline plan that has proven to be a positive approach to problem-solving in our school.  We view every child and adult as a citizen of the Martin School Community.  We believe every child has the right to learn in a safe and orderly environment.  We seek to develop in each child, respect for himself and others that will promote intellectual, physical, emotional and social growth.  We strive to produce self-disciplined, productive students who accept responsibility for their actions and for their learning.  Our priority is to create a positive environment for learning and for developing good citizenship.
We need for you, as a parent, to support your child and the right of all students to learn, by cooperating with the staff and administrators if you should be notified regarding your child's behavior.  Please make sure your child comes to school prepared for the day with all supplies, homework, and any signed notes.  A good night's sleep and a healthy breakfast at home or at school is a must in order for your child to perform well during the day.  Please remember to send lunch money and a snack or ice cream money with your child.  When a child comes prepared, it makes his/her day run much smoother.
We must work together as a team in order for your child to have a safe and productive environment in which to learn.  We always appreciate our parents who set the example for their children by following the rules and guidelines of Martin Elementary.  It is by your example that your child learns to respect authority, rules, and the values of a good education.  We look forward to working with you and your child this year.  Having you as a member of your child's team is vital to his/her success in school.

Threats of Violence
All threats of violence, whether oral, written, or symbolic, against students, staff or to school facilities are prohibited. All such threats will be promptly investigated. Threats issued and delivered away from school or school activities may be grounds for disciplinary action if the threat impacts the orderly and efficient operation of the school.Students engaging in threatening behavior will face disciplinary consequences.
Harassment
Harassment of students at school will not be tolerated. "At school" includes any and all school sponsored, school approved, or school related activities or functions where students are under the control of the school district or where the student is engaged in school business.
Weapons
Georgia law makes it unlawful for any person to carry, possess, or have under his/her control any weapon or explosive compound while at a school building or on school property, at a school function, or on a bus or other transportation furnished by the school. Toys such as cap pistols, water guns, and rubber knives are prohibited. Please caution your child concerning toys that resemble weapons. 
Physical Abuse of School Personnel

Georgia law prohibits students from committing physical acts of violence against school personnel (a teacher, school bus driver, or other school official or employee). The law defines physical violence and establishes consequences for such acts, as follows:

1. Intentionally making physical contact of an insulting or provoking nature with school personnel.

2.  Intentionally making physical contact that causes physical harm to school personnel, unless such contact or harm occurs in self-defense.

The Hall County Board of Education has the discretion to enforce the permanent expulsion of the student, to permit the student to reenroll in public school for grades 9 through 12, or to permit the student to re-enroll in school.

Disruption of Public Schools:
It is unlawful for any person to disrupt or interfere with the operation of a public school. Also, Georgia law prohibits the upbraiding, insulting, or abusing of any public school teacher or public school bus driver upon the premises of any public school in the presence and hearing of a student. Violation of the law is a misdemeanor (O.C.G.A., 20-2-1181, 1976, 1989).
School Insurance:
School accident insurance will be available at the beginning of school.  Information and application forms will be sent home.
Dress Code:
All students are encouraged to dress appropriately, suitable to weather conditions, and in good taste. Rolling book bags are prohibited at Martin Elementary due to safety concerns. The wearing of short shorts and tops that expose the middle area are not considered appropriate dress for school. Shoes with wheels are not allowed at school due to safety issues. Shirts that advertise alcohol or tobacco, as well as any clothing that might stimulate negative behaviors must be left at home. If a student comes to school in clothing which is not considered appropriate by the school staff, the student will be asked to call a parent to bring something more acceptable to wear at school.  Shoes must be worn, and caps or hats are not permitted except for special occasions deemed appropriate by the principal.
Emergency Forms:
At the beginning of the year, parents must file an emergency form with the office providing the emergency telephone numbers of the parents as well as alternate persons to contact in the event the school is unable to contact the parents. Parents must notify the school if this information changes during the year.
Clinic Information:
We maintain a clinic staffed by a certified nurse.  If a child has an accident, the parents will be contacted.  In the event emergency care is needed and we are unable to contact the parents, the child will be taken to a local emergency room provided a medial release has been signed.  Judgment in such cases is at the discretion of the school authorities, and parents assume financial responsibility.  We maintain a clinic form on each child designating the location for emergency treatment.  Please be certain that your child's form is on file and is updated with correct information.
In the event your child becomes ill at school, parents will be notified and expected to pick their child up promptly.  Students with fever should not be at school.  Parents will be asked to pick students up who do not feel like remaining in the classroom, or if they have a fever, vomiting, diarrhea or head lice.  Students will not be permitted to attend school with anything that is contagious.

Medication:
Medication will only be given from the clinic if instructions and a signed note accompany the medication.  Should it be necessary for students to have medication for any duration of time, it will be vital for the parent to complete a form giving the school permission to administer the medication.
ADMINISTERING MEDICATION
We cannot give medication at school without all of the following:
     1. Medication must be prescribed by a licensed medical physician, osteopathic physician or dentist and left in its original container.

     2. Send only amount needed to take while at school, usually pharmacists will provide an extra bottle when requested.
     3. A signed permission slip from the parents stating why they are taking the medication and how long they are to receive it must accompany the medication,           including over the counter drugs.
     4. A signed permission slip from the doctor or dentist must accompany the medication.
Change of Address or Phone:
For emergency purposes, we must have updated information on each student.  Please notify the school in writing of any changes of address or phone numbers.
Inclement Weather:
The decision to close schools due to inclement weather and other unforeseen circumstances is made by the superintendent and announced by 6:30 a.m., if at all possible.  Parents should listen to local radio stations and watch area television stations.  PLEASE DO NOT CALL THE SCHOOL OFFICE.
If it becomes necessary to close the schools after a school day has begun, the notice of closing shall be broadcast over local radio stations.  Transportation arrangements made in the beginning of the school year on the inclement weather form will be followed. After School Program children  will be sent home as designated on the form. There will not be an After School Program on these days.
Transportation:
Notification

You can help us with transportation by sending notes to school with your child when they vary from their normal routine.  If your child is to be a car rider for one day only, please send a note to his/her teacher that morning.  If your child needs to ride a different bus, please send a note with him/her on the day that it is to occur.  A written note, with the parent's signature, will assist us better in making certain your child is safe in making a routine change in his/her school day.
School Buses
All parents are strongly encouraged to have their children ride the bus to and from school on the first day and every day of the school year.  Riding a school bus is a privilege.  Improper conduct on the bus will result in that privilege being denied by suspension from the bus. Each bus driver is responsible for students riding the bus. Students should treat the driver with respect and follow the driver's instructions at all times. 
Bus Conduct:
Offenses and Consequences
Bus drivers have complete charge of students riding the bus and will report misbehavior to the principal. The principal or assistant principal is responsible for disciplining students for bus misbehavior. To help maintain order on the bus, bus drivers have the authority to assign a special seat on the bus to any student.
For the safety of all students who ride the bus, students are expected to obey the following rules:

1.
Students must use only the bus and the bus stop assigned to them. 

2.
Students may not enter or leave the bus at any place except the student’s regular bus stop or school unless the student has a note from home that has been approved by the principal or assistant principal. 

3.
Students must stay in their seat while the bus is in motion. Students may not reserve seats. 

4.   Students must keep the center aisle of the bus clear at all times. Items such as book bags must not block the center aisle. 

5.    Students must obey all bus safety rules and the directions of their bus driver. 

6.
Students are not allowed to transport balloons, flowers, glass containers, or animals (dead or alive, including insects) on the bus. 

7.
Students are not allowed to consume food or drink on the bus. 

8.
Students must not litter the inside of the bus, throw anything out of the window, or cause damage to the bus. 

9.
Students must obey all rules listed in the "Behavior Code" section of this handbook while riding a school bus. 
In addition to the rules listed above, Georgia law prohibits students from committing the following acts while riding a school bus:

10.
Acts of physical violence. 

11.
Bullying. 

12.  Physical assault or battery of persons on the bus. 

   13.  Verbal assault of persons on the bus. 
14.  Disrespectful conduct toward the bus driver or other persons on the bus. 

15.
Unruly behavior. 

16.
Using any electronic devices during the operation of a bus, including but not limited to, cell phones, pagers, audible radios, tape or compact disc players without headphones, or any other electronic device in a manner that might interfere with bus communications equipment or the driver’s operation of the bus. 

17.
Using mirrors, lasers, flash cameras, or any other lights or reflective devices in a manner that might interfere with the driver’s operation of the bus. 

The general progressive discipline plan that may be followed in dealing with bus misbehavior is as follows:

   1st Offense:    A documented warning from the driver. The Principal may suspend the student from the bus, based on the severity of the offense.
    2nd Offense:   Bus suspension for 5 days.

   3rd Offense:   Bus suspension for 10 days.

   4th Offense:   Bus suspension for 20 days.
    5th Offense:   Bus suspension for 60 days.                                                                                           

   6th Offense:   Bus suspension for 180 days.       
If a school bus is brought back to school due to a student’s behavior the student will be suspended from the bus for twenty (20) days.

Unserved suspension will carry over to the next school year.
Fighting on a school bus is among the most serious offenses committed by students. 
Students who fight endanger themselves and everyone riding the bus by causing the bus driver’s attention to be diverted. Fighting on a school bus may result in immediate suspension from the bus and/or from school with no prior warning or prior disciplinary action being taken.

Video/audio recorders may be placed on school buses for the purpose of aiding supervision. Video/audio recordings may be used as evidence that misbehavior has taken place.

After-School Program:
The YMCA After School Program is from 2:20 p.m. until 6:00 p.m. You must complete a registration form in order for your child to go to the After School Program. We ask that parents fill out a registration form for all students. In case of emergency, this information will be used.

Car Riders:
Parents who provide transportation for their children will enter and exit using the car rider driveway entrance on Martin Road.  Cars should not enter the bus driveway during loading and unloading of buses.  Cars should line up and wait their turn.  Each car rider will be issued a number to be displayed when picking up the child.  Students must be picked up by 2:30 p.m.  Any child not picked up by 2:30 will be placed in the After School Program at usual After School Program fees. PARENTS SHOULD NOT DROP CHILDREN OFF AT THE FRONT ENTRANCE OF THE SCHOOL.  FOR OUR STUDENTS' SAFETY, ALL CAR RIDERS MUST ARRIVE THROUGH THE CAR RIDER LANE.
School Council:
Martin Elementary has a School Council comprised of the principal, five faculty members, five parents and two business leaders.  This Council will meet several times each year and each meeting is open to the public.  The meeting dates will be posted at least two weeks in advance on the front door of the school office.
This Council will provide assistance to the principal in bringing about cooperation and coordination of resources for students.  

We believe this shared-decision making Council can arouse citizen interest in educational affairs, involve citizens in making decisions confronting their schools, and develop a better understanding among school, home and staff which will ultimately result in the improvement of education.
The names of the members of the School Council will be published in the school newsletter.

Parent/Teacher Organization:
Scheduled Meetings
We invite and encourage you to attend each PTO meeting.  PTO general meetings will begin at 7:00 p.m. The schedule for meetings will be published in the school newsletter. Officers for the school year will also be published in the school newsletter.
Food Services:
Breakfast and Lunch Programs
Breakfast is served in the classroom daily.  Breakfast is 85 cents and $2.00 for adults. The school serves a nutritious lunch every day.  Student lunches are $1.40 daily.  Adult lunches are $2.50.  Extra milk is 50 cents.
For your convenience we suggest paying monthly or weekly in advance. You may use the online payment system as well. Please go to www.mealpayplus.com to register for this service.
Ice Cream

Children may purchase ice cream for 50 cents or $1.00.

Textbooks and Library Books:
The school district provides textbooks for all students at no cost.  Every student is obligated to give the books the best of care.  They are to be used and not abused.  Textbooks and library books must be paid for if lost or damaged.  Grades and records will be held for those students who fail to pay for a lost or damaged textbook and/or library book.
Personal Items:
Students are not to bring any personal playthings, novelties, pets or equipment to school unless given prior permission by a school staff member.  

Students shall not possess, handle, or transmit, while on school property or on a school bus, any dangerous weapon or instrument.  

Knives and toy guns of any sort are prohibited.
Lost and Found:
We strongly encourage that you tag or write your child's name in clothing. Unclaimed items will be donated to a charity on the last day of school of each month.

Parent/Teacher Communication:
It is essential for parents and teachers to work cooperatively.  This is for the good of your child, and all of the children in the school. Parents are encouraged to visit their child's classroom.  As a courtesy to the teacher and other students, please notify the teacher in advance before you come to visit.  All parents must check in with the office before going to the classroom. Please do not expect a teacher to have a conference with you about your child unless you have mutually arranged an appointment.  Parents may write the child's teacher requesting a conference or may call the school and leave a message for the teacher to call and schedule an appointment. Communication between home and school is extremely important in providing the best education   for our children.  Every teacher has an e-mail address, and we encourage you to use this tool in regular communication with your child's teacher.
Faculty Qualifications:
In compliance with the requirements of the No Child Left Behind statute the Hall County School District informs parents that you may request information about the professional qualifications of your student’s teacher(s). The following information may be requested:

· whether the teacher has met the Georgia Professional Standards Commission requirements for certification for the grade level and subject areas in which the teacher provides instruction;

· whether the teacher is teaching under an emergency or other provisional status through which Georgia qualifications or certification criteria have been waived;

· the college major  and any graduate certification or degree held by the teacher;

· whether the student is provided services by paraprofessionals, and if so, their qualifications.

If you wish to request information concerning your child’s teacher’s qualification, please contact the Principal.

Homework:
Homework is a necessary part of each pupil's educational program.  Each student may be expected to spend some time in addition to scheduled class instruction to achieve satisfactory work.  Assigning a definite time and place for homework will promote good study habits.  A rule of thumb for the amount of appropriate time spent on homework is ten minutes per grade level (example, 5th graders could expect up to 50 minutes of homework).
Gifted Program:
The Hall County School System is committed to the belief that every student (K-l2) has a right to receive an education based on individual needs. The gifted student is entitled to a differentiated curriculum consisting of courses of study in which the content, the teaching strategies, and the expectations of student mastery are appropriately modified. Referrals of students for consideration for the gifted program may be made by classroom teachers, special area teachers, counselors, administrators, parents or guardians, student peers, or by the student. A student will automatically be referred for consideration if he/she scores at, or above, the 95th percentile (Grades K-2) and 90th percentile (Grades 3-8) in Total Reading or Total Math on a nationally normed achievement test if the score is within two calendar years. The identification process includes evaluation in ability, achievement, creativity, and motivation.

Monday Folders:
Monday Folders will be sent home every Monday.  They will have all important papers and weekly work.  Each child will be given one folder.  If the folder is lost, you may purchase another one for $1.00.
Instructional Technology and Acceptable Use Policy:
Overview of Instructional Technology Acceptable Use Policy
Students at Martin Elementary School have access to many instructional technology tools such as computers, video, audio, cable television, satellite, and the Internet.  Access is a privilege.  Parents and teachers share the role of guiding students toward responsible use of these tools. Students’ use of instructional technology tools must support mastery of the curriculum.
Students will use Internet resources for school assignments. Students may not "surf" or browse the Internet at school.
Students will use instructional technology tools in a respectful manner which will not harm equipment or endanger people.
Students will respect work created by others including students, teachers, and administrators.  Students may not change or delete anyone else's work.
Students will not share passwords.
Students will not change the settings for any equipment.

Students will observe copyright laws.  Using the words, ideas, images or data of another person as the student's own is considered plagiarism.
Students will report any misuse of instructional technology tools.
A violation of this policy will result in the loss of access to the instructional technology tools and/or disciplinary action in accordance with the Hall County Behavior Code.
NOTICE:  Any parental objection should be submitted in writing to the Principal upon review of this policy. 
Field Trips:
A field trip is a planned educational experience directly related to and correlated with a particular unit of student or specialized function of the school.  We feel there is a definite place for the educational experience in the instructional program at Martin.  The principal will approve only those trips which can be shown to have a direct and meaningful relationship to the curriculum.  Parents must attend Martin’s Chaperone Training in order to supervise students on a field trip.  Preschool children may not attend.
Physical Education Information:
Students need to dress appropriately for P.E. on their assigned P.E. days.  Comfortable clothing and, most importantly, tennis shoes, are required.  Dress shoes, sandals and boots are not acceptable.  Dresses and skirts are not excuses for missing P.E. Students will not be allowed to leave P.E. class for water, bathroom, etc., unless it is an emergency.  Teachers will ensure students have an opportunity to use the bathroom and get a drink of water just prior to P.E.  Classes will report to their assigned seating area in the gym at the beginning of each P.E. class. If a student has a written excuse from a parent or a doctor from P.E., they should still attend P.E. class and learn through observation.  We are teaching the children the benefits of exercise, why it's important to exercise, how to stay healthy, and to enjoy exercise. 
Student Records:
Under the Family and Educational Rights and Privacy Act of 1974, parents have several rights.  These include: 
· the right to inspect and review educational records of their child
· the right to challenge the content of those records
· the right to control the release of the educational records of their child
· the right to complain to the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Office about the school's failure to comply with the law
· the right to be informed of the rights just listed
To obtain a copy of Hall County's policies on their compliance with the law, or to request the opportunity to inspect and review your child's records, contact the school. 

All monies, financial obligations, textbooks and library books must be accounted for before report cards will be released.

School Entrance Requirements:
Birth Certificate
All students entering school for the first time should present an official copy of their birth certificate at the time of registration.  Children must be five years old on or before September 1st to enroll in the Kindergarten program.  Students must be six years old on or before September 1st to participate in first grade.
Immunization Certificates

Before official enrollment, all students enrolling in a Georgia school must have on file an official Georgia Department of Human Resource Certificate of Immunization.  These certificates may be secured from local physicians or the County Health Department.
Hearing, Vision, and Dental Certificate

All students entering school for the first time must present a certificate of ear, eye, and dental examination by the Health Department, a physician and/or a dentist licensed by the State of Georgia.
Proof of Residency

School officials require the parent or guardian to provide proof of residency in the district and attendance zone at the time a student is initially enrolled in a school.
Student Transfers and Withdrawals:
Student Transfers
Copies of a student's educational record may be transferred to officials of another school system in which the student seeks to enroll.  Unless parents express, at the time of enrollment in the Hall County Public School system, a need for additional notice of the transfer of student records, the records transfer to the enrolling school or school system will occur without further notice.
Withdrawal Procedures
Please notify the teacher at least one week before your child is to withdraw, if at all possible. A "Record of Pupil Withdrawal” form will be sent home on the last day of attendance and should be given to the new school upon enrollment. Upon receiving a signed "Release of Records" form from the transferring school, the student records will be mailed to the new school
Media Release:
Martin Elementary School may develop, participate in, or be the subject of media-based presentations and events that highlight various educational activities that take place during the course of the school year. These presentations/events are those developed by martin students, staff, Hall County personnel and/or commercial enterprises. These may include but are not limited to:

· Photographs of students and activities

· Slide, audiotape, or videotape presentations

· Videotapes of students and their educational activities

· Computer generated productions transmitted via telecommunications

These media-based presentations may be used for:

· Faculty in services
· Parent programs

· Staff development programs

· Media festivals

· Public relations

· Newspaper articles

· Televised presentations

· Web pages

Please note: Professional media presentations may require additional release.

If you wish to deny permission to Martin Elementary School to publish your child’s presentations and/or image in any of Martin’s or Hall County’s media-based productions for the above stated purposes you must notify your child’s teacher in writing by the end of the first week of each current school year.

Asbestos Notice:
The Hall County Management Plan is available for public inspection at the Hall County Board of Education Office at 711 Green Street, Gainesville, Georgia. This notification is provided to fulfill the requirement of section 763.93(4) of the Asbestos Hazard Emergency Response Act, 40 CFR Part 763, October 30, 1987. All interested parents, teachers, employees or other persons are invited to review the plan which includes:

1. Location, amounts, and types of asbestos-containing materials in all schools and support buildings.

2. Response Actions to the asbestos-containing materials, selected by the Hall County School System.

3. Plans for re-inspection, periodic surveillance and operation and maintenance programs.
