Students at South Hall Middle School who qualify for free or reduced price meals are eligible to receive supplemental educational services (free tutoring). This is available only to the above identified students who choose to remain at their current school and who did not choose to attend one of the other school choices offered previously (due August 14, 2009). 
 You will be allowed to choose any one of the providers approved by the state. The list of approved providers is attached and includes contact information.   In order to help you choose a provider, we are holding a Provider Fair where you will be able to speak with provider representatives regarding their individual programs.  The Provider Fair will be held in the South Hall Middle School cafeteria on Tuesday, September 1, 2009, from 5:30 until 7:00 p.m.
The law requires these services to take place outside of the regular school day.  Parents are responsible for providing transportation to and from these services. No bus transportation will be provided by the school system to or from tutoring sessions.

The school system will offer these services as long as the school remains identified as in “need of improvement.” If funds are not available to honor all requests for supplemental services, the school district must place a priority on serving those students who are lowest achieving.

If you are interested in applying for supplemental services (free tutoring), please fill out the attached form and return it by Friday, September 18, 2009.
