Reading Books in Science 

 In an effort to meet Georgia Per-

formance Standards, students are re-

quired to read a minimum of 25 grade-

level appropriate books or book equiva-

lents (approximately 1,000,000 words) 

per year from a variety of subject disci-

plines, CMS 7th graders are reading in 

their science classes. Students can 

currently choose to read science-

related books such as Code Orange by 

Caroline Cooney, Phineas Gage: A 

Gruesome but True Story About Brain Science by John Fleischman, 

and California Blue by David Klass, among others. One student, 

Aaron Metzdorf commented about reading Michael Crichton’s Ju-

rassic Park that he likes it “because of the fact that we may actually 

be able to do what is in the book. I think that is really cool. As you 

read along in the book, they talk about fractals and chaos theory and 

how it predicted what would happen and you find out that it does 

happen. That’s cool!” 

Language Arts 
 Language Arts classes have begun a research unit that will be 

completed this nine weeks.    The research paper is a skill that all 

young people will find invaluable, as they go through middle and 

high school and finally, on to college.  This unit allows 7th graders 

to learn the research process and enjoy researching their interests in 

the library and on the Internet.  Each student is asked to produce at 

least a 3 page research paper, complete with a works cited page, or 

a brochure outlining their topic.  Upon completion, students will be 

given a chance to practice their listening/viewing skills as they pre-

sent their information to their peers.  Among the topics students 

may research are countries, states, famous athletes, politicians, or 

medical issues in today’s society.  We stress to the students that it is 

very important that they are very interested in their topic, and due to 

the in-depth research, it should be a topic that has an abundance of 

resources describing it.  Once they pick the topic, we immediately 

go to the media center and our media specialist, Mrs. Kell, goes 

over the MLA research process for books, magazines, and the Inter-

net.  Please encourage diligent attendance and organization during 

this unit, as well as a supply of index cards.�

D 
uring August and half of September, our sixth graders 

have been working on getting to know KING HENRY, 

the metric system, and making accurate measurements 

for length, mass, and volume. The students have and 

will continue to experiment with the Scientific Method. Students 

are applying their knowledge of metric measurement and the scien-

tific method by setting up their landfill experiments. Gifted and 

advanced students have “wowed” Mrs. Forrest with the unit 1 pro-

jects by performing complicated experiments and evaluating re-

sources to draw conclusions.  We will be working on our second 

unit – Inside the Earth – until the third week in October. This unit 

involves the layers of the Earth, Plate Tectonics, Volcanoes, and 

Earthquakes. Then we will move into Unit 3 that covers Weather-

ing, Erosion, and Soil. We will end our geology units with Rocks 

and Minerals. Students will be applying their knowledge in many 

performance tasks and we will continue to stress reading and writ-

ing across the science curriculum. 

 We are overwhelmed with the generous support of our parents 

in buying supplies for experiments and activities. We also appreci-

ate the encouragement of studying vocabulary and notes at home.

 The sixth grade math curriculum is based 

on the Georgia standards.  We incorporate ac-

tivities and lessons from various sources, includ-

ing the Georgia Framework Units and our new 

text, Math in Context.  Students are engaged in 

learning individually and cooperatively. Our 

goal is that students will begin applying their 

math skills and knowledge and gain an understanding of how math 

affects their lives. We are looking forward to a great year. 

Language Arts 
 The sixth graders have been working very hard in their lan-

guage arts classes using PowerPoint to create their autobiogra-

phy!  Mrs. Kell led very detailed lessons in the computer lab and 

then the students produced their own show.  The teachers have been 

quite impressed with all the hidden talents our students have.  We 

learned that some students can bend their arms in strange positions, 

make their tongue look like clovers and do amazing tricks on tram-

polines.  

 Our next task involves fluency and writing a reader’s theater.  

Students are practicing reciting poems for their classes using correct 

phrasing, inflection and pronunciation.

Throughout the school 

day, students at Chestatee Middle School 

concentrate on academic subjects—Language 

Arts, Science, Math, and Social Studies.  For 

two 46-minute periods each day, students also enjoy the op-

portunity to explore other areas of interest.

Science (Home Economics), Foreign Language, Health, 

Physical Education, Reading and Math Support, and Tech-

nology.  Most Connections classes rotate each nine weeks.  

Students in band and chorus are in those classes for the entire 

year.  Students may also take Spanish I or Computer Appli-

cations for the entire year and receive high school credit. 

 This year, there are four new teachers in Connections at 

CMS:  Natalie Gibson (Physical Education), Wanda Land 

(Business Education), Dara Lavallee (Family & Consumer 

Science), and Ryan Dupraw (Physical Education).   

 
Business Education  
 The Chestatee Middle School Business Education De-

partment has been soaring to new heights this year.  The 

Chestatee Middle School Business Education Department 

has adopted a logo, Soaring Eagle Enterprise.   

 Sixth grade students have been learning correct reaches 

for letters and spacing for punctuation, Microsoft Word ba-

sics, the fundamental operations and concepts of the com-

puter, and Internet safety rules. 
 Seventh grade students have been learning PowerPoint; 
their final project was “Georgia on My Mind” where they 
learned new facts about Georgia.  They are presently in a 
desktop publishing simulation with Word and Publisher. 
 Eighth grade students have used database and spread-

sheet basics to tally the results of a pizza survey.  Their find-

ings were “published” in their own newsletter.  These stu-

dents have also played Monopoly and recorded their cash 

transactions in a check register.   

 8th Grade Computer Applications students are cur-

rently working on a word processing simulation. This year a 

chapter of Future Business Leaders of America was started 

with the students in this class.  Co-curricular activities of the 

FBLA are incorporated in all business courses.
