East Hall Middle School Dress Code for 2010-2011
Tops:

· Students are expected to wear shirts with sleeves which are solid Gold, Black, Gray or White in color .
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Shirts must be crew-neck shirts or golf-style collared shirts with buttons.  No U-cuts, v-necks, or henleys will be allowed.
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· Brand logos should not be over 2 inches in length or 2 inches in width.

· Official EHMS or EHHS spirit shirts can be worn everyday.

· Feeder school spirit shirts with majority of shirt color being black, gold, white, or gray will be permitted (i.e. Lula, Tadmore, White Sulphur,  or Sugar Hill).
· Sweatshirts and sweaters can be solid gold, black, gray, or white.

· No spandex or mesh.
· Students will be allowed to have their shirts untucked if the length of the shirt is reasonable.  Reasonable being defined as:
·  Long enough to raise your arms and no midriff is showing. (If not, student will be asked to change)
· No longer than halfway down the “seat” of the pants. (If too long, students will be required to tuck in the shirt)
Bottoms:

· Students are expected to wear bottoms which are Black or Khaki in color.
· Bottoms should be solid in color and contain no brand logos over 2 inches in length or 2 inches in width.

· For this dress code, bottoms are defined as shorts, skirts, skorts, dresses, or pants.  
· The length of shorts, skirts, dresses, and skorts should be appropriate – 2 inches above the knee or longer.

· Black and khaki denim and corduroy will be permitted.  

· No stretch pants, sweatpants, spandex, or mesh.
· Pants should be worn at natural waist line.

 

Outerwear:

· Light jackets may be worn during the school day and should be school colors (gold, black, gray, and/or white) and contain no brand logos over 2 inches in length or 2 inches in width.  Heavy jackets of any color may be worn to and from school, but will not be permitted during the school day.  Exceptions will be announced by a building administrator on days of extreme cold.
 

Clothes need to fit appropriately (i.e. with regard to tightness) and should not drag the floor.  Holes in clothes of any substantive size will not be allowed.  Gloves should not be worn in the building. When in question, appropriateness of clothes will be determined by the building administrators.
