Byrd Honors Scholarship is a $1500 federal grant awarded to an equal number of graduating seniors in each congressional district.  Each high school in the state is allowed to nominate only one student, and those students are judged, based on academic achievement and demonstrated promise of future success (SAT, GPA and an essay).  This year 19 scholarships were awarded in each congressional district.  (Hall County students received 26% of the scholarships awarded in the Ninth Congressional District!)
