From 85 North to 985 North 
• 985 North to Exit 22. Turn left at the end of the exit ramp. 
• Follow signs that say 129 or 60 North 
• (At the Burger King/Martin Luther King- stay straight- 129 goes both ways – stay straight) 
• Cross over Martin Luther King 
• Cross over Jesse Jewell – stay straight 
• 129/60 runs concurrent with Green Street. See Post Office on right, old homes, etc. 
• Look for the Gainesville Civic Center on your right – across from the First Baptist Church. 
• The road forks at the Civic Center.  Fork to the left . . . Highway 60, Thompson Bridge Road. 
• Go 4.8 miles north on Highway 60. 
• Get in the right turn lane, and turn right at the light onto Highway 283 Mt. Vernon Road. 
• Approximately three miles, there will be a three way stop, stay straight. 
• North Hall High is less than .10 mile on the left. 

 

From Highway 365 South out of Habersham County. 
• From Cornelia, take 365 South. 
• In Hall County go to the Rabbittown/Jesse Jewell Exit #24. 
• Turn right at the end of the exit ramp onto Jesse Jewell Parkway. 
• Turn right onto Limestone Parkway at the light.   
• Go to the end of Limestone Parkway, turn right. 
• Go approximately 12 miles north on 129. Get in the left turn lane for Jim Hood Road at the light. 
• Turn left at the light onto Jim Hood Road. The only “confusing” part about Jim Hood Road is the large curve where 

Highland Road bears to the left . . . so when you get to the curve bear to the right, don’t turn into Highland Road. 
• Go to the end of Jim Hood Road. 
• Turn right at the 3 way stop. 
• North Hall High is approximately .10 mile on the left. 

 

From Highway 129 North out of Gainesville to North Hall High School 
• At the 129/60 Fork at the Gainesville Civic Center, fork to the right . . . Highway 129 North. 
• Go approximately 12 miles north on 129. Get in the left turn lane for Jim Hood Road at the light. 
• Turn left at the light onto Jim Hood Road. The only “confusing” part about Jim Hood Road is the large curve where 

Highland Road bears to the left . . . so when you get to the curve bear to the right, don’t turn into Highland Road. 
• Go to the end of Jim Hood Road. 
• Turn right at the 3 way stop. 
• North Hall High is approximately .10 mile on the left. 

 

From Highway 129 South out of White County, stay on 129 South until you are at Quillian’s Corner. 
• There is a red light and IGA Grocery Store on the left, a Chevron Station on your right. 
• Turn right at the light onto Highway 52 at Quillian’s Corner. 
• At first road to the left, turn left onto Bethel Road. 
• Turn left again onto Britt Whitmire Road. 
• Follow Britt Whitmire to Mt. Vernon Road. 
• AT 4-way stop, turn left onto Mt. Vernon Road 
• North Hall is on the right, less than a tenth of a mile. 

 

Direction from 400   
• Go past the Outlet Stores, North on 400 out of Dawsonville. 
• Continue on 400 North to Harmony Church Road – there is a light there. Turn right. 
• On Harmony Church Road, go 1 mile to the first stop sign.  Turn right on to Price Road, Hwy. 136.  (136 goes both ways at 

the stop sign – so be sure you fork to the right) 
• Go to the end of Price Road – 9.6 miles 
• At the end of Price Road, turn right onto Hwy. 60 South, Thompson Bridge Road. 
• Go to the first light (pass Kroger Shopping Center on left).  Turn left at the light onto Hwy. 283 –Mt. Vernon Road. 
• Go approx. 3 miles to the 3-way stop. Stay straight through the 3 way.  North Hall is on the left, less than .10 mile. 

 

If you are coming to a baseball, soccer or a football game as a visitor, you may want to park at the middle school parking lot. It is 
located behind the stadium, just off of Rilla Road. Our visiting team’s bleachers are on this side during the football season and it’s the 
best place to park during the baseball season.  
 
The softball, tennis, and track facilities are located behind the school. Headed north on Mt. Vernon Road, turn left at the last building 
on our campus. Headed south on Mt. Vernon Road, turn right at the first road on our campus (before the main entrance). Continue 
down the hill. Track, tennis and softball fields will be on your right.  There is no charge for any parking for sports events on our 
campus.
