How to Apply to College from NHHS
1. Talk to your family and school counselor and finalize two to five school you are interested in attending.  Discuss distance from home and cost.  Always choose at least one school you know you can be accepted and can afford.  GAcollege411 is a terrific resource.  HOPE scholarship only covers tuition and a few books per term.  Use online scholarship search engines, parent employers, and churches for scholarships.
2. Locate applications on GAcollege411.  This is an outstanding website and completely safe and state sponsored.  Check out the College Corner (room 102) for college catalogs and files of “pretty pictures” of a large assortment of colleges.    Remember, it helps to know what your plans are before you pick a college.
3. Complete the applications (online) and get your favorite English teacher to check your essay, if there is one, before you press the send button.
4. Come to the Counseling Office and drop off any counselor forms that Ms. Oxford needs to complete for you and see Mrs. Thom for a transcript. Make sure your college entrance exam scores (SAT/ACT) meet minimum requirements for the colleges you are interested in. UGA, GA Tech, and GA State want test scores from the Testing Services directly. See those college websites for this information.
5. Pick up your sealed info about 72 hours later and mail all your materials in a large envelope to the colleges.  You will be responsible for addressing and putting stamps on the envelope.  It might be a good idea to send it return receipt mail, just to make sure it gets there….sometimes colleges lose stuff.  If not, it is always a good idea to talk to a live person and confirm your materials have arrived.

6. Admissions for colleges in this area are on a first come first serve basis.  Dorms fill up fast!  Schools can stop admissions anytime they choose, watch for changes on admissions websites.  Do not delay!  I use October 15th (post marked) as my deadline for a host of reasons.  Trust me; I have been doing this for a long time!
